Full details regarding the registration of a ticket name are contained in The Australian National University Students’ Association 
Constitution and Election Regulations. 

A summary of the requirements is as follows: 

The Returning Officer will maintain a register of ticket names for each year’s annual elections. 

Ticket registrations must be lodged between 10am Monday 25th July and 4pm Wednesday 9th August 

Ticket registration forms are to be lodged at the ANUSA office, Melville Hall, Ellery Crescent, Acton. 

Applications to register ticket names, signed by 5 or more ordinary members of the Association, will be accepted by the Returning 
Officer during the registration period.  Only those ticket names that have been duly registered will appear on ballot papers.  No person 
is entitled to apply for registration of a ticket name if that person has already applied for the registration of another ticket.  

No person is entitled to apply to the Returning Officer for registration of a ticket name if that person was a signatory to an application 
to register a ticket name for another ticket already entered in the register. 

The proposed ticket name must not: 
� be more than 90 characters long (including spaces);
� be obscene, defamatory, sexist, racist or homophobic;
� be the same as the name of another registered ticket name;
� be so nearly the same as the name of another registered ticket name that it is likely to be confused or mistaken for that name; or
� include the word “independent”.

If a registered ticket endorses more candidates for election to a position than there are vacancies to be filled, all nominations from that 
ticket for that position shall be rejected. 

Applications to register electoral publications must be made to the Registrar of Publications.
